The Islamic Center of Jones-
boro (ICJ) was established 
in 1980 and completed in 
1982. The ICJ plays a big and 
crucial part in the life of Mus-
lims and non-Muslims alike 
being the only Masjid and 
Islamic center in the vicinity. 
A major achievement through 
the efforts of the Muslims of 
Jonesboro was in establishing 
a regular course in teaching 
the Arabic language in Ar-
kansas State University. The 
graduated Muslim students 
of the university were the 
pioneer teachers. The closest 
Masjid to ICJ is in Memphis, 
Tennessee, about 80 miles 
away, and the closest Masjid 
in the state of Arkansas is 
located in Little Rock and is 
about 120 miles away from 
Jonesboro. Currently, the ICJ 
serves about 300 Muslims 
and aspiring for bigger plans 
to build a Muslim cemetery, a 
funeral and burial facilities, a 
full-time Islamic school and an 
Islamic endowment to suffice 
the needs of the center and 
community. The center also 
aspires for renovation and 
expansion.

There are about 15 Mosques/
Islamic centers and 2 full time 
Islamic schools in Arkansas.

Al-Farooq Masjid was 
established in 1980. At the 
time it was one among a few 
mosques in the southeastern 
United States. Since then, it 
has been serving the com-
munity at large by promoting 
goodwill and understand-
ing about Islam. Today, the 
mosque is one of nearly 35 in 
the metro-Atlanta area serving 
about 75000 Muslims from 
over 50 countries. In 1990 the 
Masjid started Dar-un-Noor full 
time School that currently has 
200 students in pre-K through 
8th grade. In the mid nineties, 
the Muslim population not 
only increased to an unprec-
edented level but it also spread 
extensively to the suburbs of 
Atlanta. To meet the worship 
and educational needs of the 
community, Al-Farooq Masjid 
was prompted to establish 
Masjid Omar Bin Abdul-’Aziz in 
the Norcross area of Atlanta.

The ISBCC is the largest 
Islamic center in New England, 
and the second largest on the 
East Coast. The 70,000 square 
foot building stands tall on 
Malcolm X Blvd. in the heart 
of Boston, a Muslim handprint 
on the city skyline. The ISBC 
is the cornerstone of the New 
England Muslim community. 
The facility includes a prayer 
hall capacity of 1600 worship-
pers, a library, an interfaith 
center, an aerobic fitness cen-
ter for women, a multipurpose 
hall, a kitchen, an underground 
parking garage, an exhibition 
space, and a morgue. It is also 
planned to house a school (by 
2013). ISBCC is trying to get a 
usage permit for the prayer hall 
while working on completing all 
other aspects.

Dar Al Islam is a non-profit edu-
cational organization incorporated 
in New Mexico in 1979. Its work 
began with a meeting, at the 
Ka’aba in Mecca, of an Ameri-
can-educated Industrialist with 
an American-born Muslim. Their 
dream was to establish a Muslim 
Village as a showcase for Islam 
in America. Northern New Mexico 
was chosen as an inspiring loca-
tion. World-renowned Egyptian 
Architect Hassan Fathi designed a 
masjid with an attached madressa 
(school) in traditional North African 
style. Soon after construction start-
ed in 1980, it became clear that 
a village of exemplary Muslims is 
not something to be engineered. In 
1991 Muslims were surveyed na-
tionally and a meeting of national 
leadership was held to assess 
and prioritize the relevant issues 
for Muslims living in America. The 
results helped clarify the direction. 
Parcels of land were sold and an 
endowment was created for the 
support of the activities. 1357 
acres were retained surrounding 
the Masjid and Madressa which 
is now used as a conference and 
retreat center. 

There are about 11 Masajid/Islamic 
centers and 1 Full time Islamic 
school in New Mexico.  The largest 
Muslim congregation and Masjid 
in the state is the Islamic Center of 
New Mexico in Albuquerque which 
also is responsible for Salam 
Academy of about 70 students 
(Pre-K to 8th grade).

OMA was incorporated in 
1967, built in the 70s and fur-
ther expanded in early 1990s. 
Over 2000 people attend the 
Friday prayers. In addition, 
OMA provides a myriad of 
activities and programs to 
fulfill the religious, social, and 
educational needs of  over 
60,000 Muslims in Ottawa. 
According to a Statistics 
Canada Census 2001, there 
are 579,640 Canadian Mus-
lims (about 2 % of Canadian 
population). The number of 
Canadian Muslims increased

Masjid Al-Faruq is the major 
Islamic center in the north part 
of the Island. 2004 official data 
estimated there are 6,000 Mus-
lims in Puerto Rico, represent-
ing about 12% percent of the 
population. The early Muslim 
community largely consisted 
of Palestinians who arrived 
between 1958 and 1962. At 
the time, the vast majority of 
Puerto Rico’s Muslims lived in 
Río Piedras – a crowded sub-
urb of San Juan – where they 
operated restaurants, jewelry 
stores and clothing outlets. In 
September of 1980, a shop 
owner decided to call people 
for Friday prayer in his store.  It 
was attended by 7 people and 
they continued that practice 
for about 8 months. In May of 
1981, purchased a store at 215 
Padre Colón St and converted 
it into a Mosque. About 80% of 
the Muslim population are Pal-

Located in St. Laurent, Montreal 
and serving a Muslim population 
of more than 75,000, the Islamic 
Centre of Québec (ICQ) is the first 
mosque built in Montreal and in 
the Province of Québec. Its history 
dates back to the mid-nineteen-
fifties when a small group of 
Muslims prayed privately in their 
homes When they got together 
on weekends. This group was the 
nucleus which formed the Islamic 
Centre of Montreal incorporated 
in 1958. Its main objective was 
to preserve Islamic heritage and 
create an Islamic environment for 
Muslim immigrants and their grow-
ing children. Seven years later, 
the ICQ was established through 
a private bill (Bill 194), assented to 
by the National Assembly of Qué-
bec, on August 6, 1965. ICQ has 
been deeply involved in frequent 
visits made to the neighboring 
areas and the establishment of an 
Islamic educational Library. ICQ 
offers a comprehensive Quranic 
program that entails reading, 
memorizing and understanding the 
Holy Qur’an. In addition, Islamic 
education is offered on different 
levels.  Only two other Mosques in 
Montreal area (completed in 2008) 
have a dome and a minaret each.

There are about 60 Mosques/
Islamic centers and 4 full time 
Islamic schools in Quebec.

The Islamic Center of El Paso, 
established in 1982, is the 
main source of religious and 
social stimuli for area Muslims. 
With an estimated 3000 
Muslims (50% Middle eastern, 
25% from the subcontinent, 
15% Hispanic, 10% other 
nationalities) in the El Paso 
region, the Islamic Center of 
El Paso has seen a steady 
increase in its members over 
the past several years. In addi-
tion to the residents of the city 
of El Paso the Islamic Center 
of El Paso plays host to the 
military personnel stationed 
at Fort Bliss and Biggs Army 
Air Field located in Central El 
Paso. The new 16,000 square 
foot facility, located on nearly 5 
acres in West El Paso, marks 
the beginning of a new stage 
for area Muslims after more 
than 20 years of worship in a 
converted house in Downtown 
El Paso’s Historic Rio Grande 
District.
